Forum for Islamforskning inviterer til
seminar

I 2011 er det 1300 ar siden, at general Tariq ibn Ziyad (billedet)
landede sine styrker pa Gibraltar og dermed indledte nzesten
otte hundrede ars islamisk arabisk styre pa store dele af den
iberiske halve. Forum for Islamforskning (FIFO) vil markere dette

jubileeum’ med et seminar den 3. december. Jubilaeet giver os
anledning til at se neermere pa den rolle som det islamiske Spanien har spillet for de europaeiske
forestillinger om islam, men ogsa for Europas senmoderne selvforstdelse som territorium for det
multireligiose. Jubileeets militeere og erobrende kontekst giver tillige anledning til at kaste et kritisk
blik pa de forestillinger om en islamisk (eller islamiserende) trussel, som ogsa er blevet en del af
Europas senmoderne diskurs.

1,300 Years On

2011 marks 1,300 years since General Tariq ibn Ziyad landed his forces at Gibraltar, and thus began
almost eight hundred years of Arab-Islamic rule in large parts of the Iberian Peninsula. FIFO will mark
this anniversary with a seminar on 3 of December. The anniversary provides an opportunity to
examine the role that Islamic Spain has played in the European understanding of Islam, to examine
Europe's postmodern self-understanding as a multi-religious territory, and to take a critical look at the
ideas of an Islamic (or Islamizing) threat that are also part of Europe's postmodern discourse.
